Setouts shall generally be located about one half
mile apart and at end of each siding, at intermediate
signals and at cut section |ocations,

Additional setouts deemed necessary for safety
or other reasons shall be constructed when
authorized by the Vice-President and General
‘Manager,

Setouts located on curves to be on low rail side
mainfaining slope and form as shown,

When convenient or desireable séfouts may be
combined with railrests or signal embankments.

Ends of planks to be beveled &and planks fo be
fastened to track ties with boat spikes @s shown,
Slopes of sétout above sub-grade elevation shall be
same as slope of ballast and be faced with crushed

suitable material fo protect slopes.
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
