In restor-
ing the car to this use, we have
bept  this configuration, as ik
hest serves our pUurposes.

Work on  fixing the 9058824 began
during  the summer of 1986 wher
Wayne Monger stripped nost of
the interior out a-f the CAal,
leaving mostly bare walls. That
winter, the city’'s "woarkfare"
program used this car  as  a
shop to  repair  toys far needy
children. Spring and summe of
1987 saw work on  the car continue
in spurts. The interior of the
car was  painted by Wayne Monger,
the rnew water heater installed,
the gas  lines for  the hot water
heater, and  the shower repalrad
by Steve Milward and Rick Merle,
The glass  in the windows Was
replaced, arnd the window framas
painted. Carpet was put down on
the  floor, shelves were puat  wup,
and new scresens  were put ori both
doors. Vicki Erois donated

curtains for the windows, and &
shower curtain. A few times during
the summer, Callias o Fortola
donated tanks of LFG to heat up
the water in the car. This winter,
storm  windows and a wood stove
have been installed, which allows
the car to be wsed year round by
aur members. More chairs  and sofas
have also been added to the car.
We still need some items to  prop-

to work at the mus2um on  weekends.
We are still in need of a micro-
wave oven {for the car, a pair of
table or Afloor lamps, and S0OmeE
beds for the bedroom section.
